
NEPTUNE TOWNSHIP 2011 PAINT AND REHAB PROGRAM
Applications for the 2011 Paint and Rehab Program will be available starting February 1, 2011. You may obtain an application at the Municipal Building, the Senior Center, the MURC Office on Neptune Blvd (within Empire Suites), at the Neptune Township HS Aquatic Center or online at www.neptunetownship.org.
We are pleased to announce that volunteers from World Changers, Coastal Habitat for Humanity and Missions 101 will be returning to Neptune Township for their 4th year to provide painting services and rehab work to low to moderate income households.
World Changers is an international Christian mission that seeks to provide youth and adults with opportunities to serve others and are sponsored by many church ministries throughout the USA.  These volunteers will be in Neptune during the week of July 11th through July 16th.
Coastal Habitat for Humanity, through their “A Brush With Kindness” program, will be lending their volunteer services again this year.  This program assists with revitalizing neighborhoods through providing painting services, landscaping and minor repairs on homes of low-income homeowners.  
Missions 101 is a youth ministry that is sponsored by the Ocean Grove Camp Meeting Association.  The participants, ages 12-18 years old, participate in community service projects such as painting, home repairs and yard work.
All applications must be completed and returned by March 15, 2011.  The applications should be returned to Monique’ Burger, Community Programs Coordinator, Neptune Municipal Building, at 25 Neptune Boulevard.

GENERAL GUIDELINES

1. The Program is open to all residential homeowners who qualify under the income eligibility established by the Council on Affordable Housing.  Proof of income is required such as one or more of the following:
a. 2010 Federal Tax Return (Form 1040) with W-2

b. Annual Report from Social Security for 2010
c. Award letter for Pension information

d. If your status has changed from 2010, provide at least two (2) consecutive pay stubs

2. The house must be owner-occupied.  Rental properties do not qualify.

3. The property taxes must be paid to the current quarter.  The sewer rent must be paid to the current half.
4. Residents who may be slightly above income limits but can afford the materials may also be eligible for just the labor portion of the program.
